Environmental Committee


We went from a previous winter of way above average snowfall to this past winter of way below average.  This year the environmental committee is starting the eradication of the Thistle weed.  Thistle has become a problem throughout Utah.  The surrounding recreational property subdivisions started eradication a few years ago.  It’s time for Aspen Hills to get it under control before it’s too late.  It will be at least a 3 to 4 year process.


We are planning two workdays to spray the common areas and roads in Aspen Hills.  The first workday will be June 15th and the second will be July 7th.  Aspen Hills will provide the herbicide and you will provide a sprayer.  We will meet at the water station to fill sprayers and assign areas.  All property owners are expected to take care of their own property.  Instructions for eradicating Thistle will be posted on the Aspen Hills website.


Before you start excavation work on your lot, for a driveway, septic tank, etc. you must first create and submit a site plan and proper documentation to receive permission.  Everything you need to know is on the Aspen Hills website.  I strongly urge everyone to take advantage of the resources on the website at www.AHOA.org.  Click on the AHOA Board tab at the top of the page.  In the drop down menu click on the Environmental link you will find information on what needs to be done prior to excavating.  Click on the Information tab to click on building a cabin and you will find information on what you need to know before you start the building process.


Ignoring any of the Aspen Hills requirements and County Ordinances, or trying to short cut any of the requirements outlined in these documents, can create a lot of unnecessary grief, as well as a waste of time and money, for you and for Aspen Hills.

Security


A lot of activity happened on the mountain this year.  We had multiple cabins, sheds, containers and trailers vandalized and personal property stolen.  We also had the Wolf Hollow gate cut open and three ski lift chairs cut down and stolen.  One of the main lessons learned about these break ins, is that if burglars want in bad enough, they will get in one way or another.  We just need to try our best to get enough cameras in the subdivision to catch them in the act.  With that said, as property owners we can take steps to help if the situation happens again. 1. Put cameras on your property.  2. Clearly post your lot numbers.  3. Ensure the association has a current phone number so you can be quickly contacted.  4. Check your lot as often as possible.   5. If you have been victimized you can find the Vandalism and Property Damage Report form on the AHOA website under AHOA>Board>Security.  You need to send that form to me at jaym@ahoa.org or call me and I will fill it out for you, this way we can log and keep track of all incidents.  I need to be contacted even if you contact the Sanpete County Sheriff and fill out a police report on your own.  For reporting any damage or theft from the winter break ins please contact me directly as I continue to update the report for the Sanpete County Investigator Delbert Lloyd, who has now taken over the case from Keith Nunley.  You can contact him on your own at Lloyd@sanpete.org and reference case # 12020106 with any specific questions.

AHOA Board of Trustees Eligibility and Duties

Eligibility

In order for a person to be nominated for a position on the AHOA Board of Trustees, he or she must be a property owner in the Aspen Hills Subdivision as listed in the Recorders Office in Sanpete County.

He or she must be in good standing with the Association, meaning all dues are paid and no other issues are in question such as not having building permits etc.

The most important qualification is a desire to serve the Association with no recompense, except some happy and some unhappy AHOA property owners.

Duties

The AHOA Board of Trustees meets at least four times a year, usually at the home of the Board President or other mutually agreed upon place.

Trustees are expected to attend all the meetings and may be removed from office if not attending meetings.

Trustees are expected to attend the annual meeting and report on their assigned duties.

Trustees are expected to write a paragraph for the spring and fall newsletters.

Trustees are expected to support the decisions made by the Board even if they do not agree with the vote.

Assignments will be given with the board member having some latitude as to how to carry out the assignment.

They are also expected to participate in AHOA activities such as the annual cleanup or community pride day.

Also in Articles of Incorporation, Article IV, voting rights are contingent on being current on all dues pertaining to each individual lot. Article VI, section 1&2 of the Protective Covenants and Article XI of the Bylaws section 2 reads in part as follows:

“Suspension of voting rights, the voting right for each lot owned shall be contingent to the payment in full of the assessments levied by the Association against each lot as provided in Article XI of these Bylaws”

              We are trying to get the roads to all the lots in the subdivision. These roads were never finished by the developer and have fallen on the shoulders of AHOA.  We have paid to have the roads surveyed by a civil engineer licensed and bonded in Utah.  He has done a lot of work in Aspen Hills and was also a property owner in the past.  Some people have questioned his work and paid to prove him wrong without success.  If you question the placement of road work we are doing, have it surveyed and if you find a problem contact me and I will direct you to our civil engineer and they can resolve the problem.  We don’t have anyone on the board qualified to survey lots and that is why we pay a professional to do that.  We have copies of the Aspen Hills plot maps on the website for your convenience.  I hope you all have a memorable year at Aspen Hills!

Roads


The past couple of years the road budget has gone way over in order to accomplish all the road work we have done throughout Aspen Hills especially the south end.  This year’s funds are limited.  My plans are to maintain the roads as needed, grade the main roads that are most traveled and clean out culverts that are plugged.  On the matter of plowing the roads in winter a suggestion was made last year that we might have a donation jar.  This idea has some merits but here are my concerns. Having owners donate all over the subdivision would require plowing the entire subdivision with the results that costs would outstrip donations, also those who did not contribute would also have access to their property without having to incur any costs which would be unfair to those who have contributed.  I would suggest that owners talk to their neighbors and get them involved.  Last winter road plowing was a little too much.  I know of only one person authorized to plow and that was Al Polumbo.  I know that owners want to access their cabins in the winter but we can’t have owners plowing and doing whatever they want. We are going to have to make some changes for winter access.  I have talked to other recreation property Home Owner Associations throughout the state. Most of them charge everyone for plowing or close their gates in the winter and only allow winter vehicles, snowmobiles, snow cats etc.

Water

A brief history of water development in Aspen Hills Ten years ago when I first purchased my lot on the mountain, there was one water hydrant at the pine tree corner on North Fork Road.  This water spigot was the only source of water and was enough for the small needs of property owners at the time.  According to old timers the source of this water was a spring located farther up North Fork Road at the hairpin turn where the road is wet all year.  The only storage was in the pipe itself that runs beside the road down to the spigot.  Consequently there was only a small amount of water available and had a brown tint to it.  This water source soon became insufficient as more property owners used their property especially on weekends and holidays.  Even though the water source was small and of questionable quality we were using the water illegally because we did not own water rights.  In 2006 we purchased water rights so we were no longer breaking the law.  In 2007 we purchased the property on the corner where the water spigot was located.  In 2008 we developed a spring located at the top of our new property and installed a 1,200 gallon storage tank.  The spring runs at a rate of 2 to 3 gallons a minute filling the tank in 7 to 10 hours.  A new freeze proof hydrant with driveway access was installed.  We thought that this tank would serve us for many years; but we were soon running out of water again.  Last year 2011 we installed a 7,000-gallon tank in addition to the smaller tank.  We also installed a fast fill pipe from the big tank.  The flow from this pipe is over 50 gallons per minute.  We hope this will take care of our water needs for a while.  Remember that all the water at the water corner is non-potable (not drinking water).  We are always looking for other sources of water on the mountain that could be developed.  Please let us know if you find any.  Let’s all take care of the water and enjoy ourselves on the mountain.
